Lesson 4 – Finishing and Review

Aims:

To review the produced material.



To complete the project.

Objectives:
To have a completed ad, taking into account your original objectives, and the views of your peers.

0-10 

Explain that this is the final lesson, and allow students 10 minutes to finish their ad, ready for someone to review it.

10-15

After 10 minutes are up, ask students to export work with name “Ad_before_review.wav” (or MP3 as appropriate).

Peer review using worksheet 5. Handout to all students, pair them up from register (suggest a quick circulation of the class to see which stage students have got to, and pair up students in a similar position). 

Call out names, and ask students to write their name on the first line, and the person whose work is to be reviewed on the second line. Ask them to go and sit at the machine of the person whose work they are reviewing, and to listen to the ad. 

Allow 5 minutes for all students to fill in the sheet (part A), then ask them to leave the review at the machine, and return to their own machine.

15-20

Students read the review that their peer has written. They can write their own comments in part B, to say whether they agree or disagree with the comments made, and what they feel should change. 

20-30

Modify ad on basis of advice, allow 10 minutes for the modification, then resave the ad, this time calling it “Ad_after_review.wav” (or MP3).

30-55

Allow 20-25 minutes for playback of final ads to whole class. After each, allow students to comment. If the majority of students have struggled to complete the work in the time available, reduce this activity and extend the time allowed to finish in the first part of the lesson.

55-60

Plenary

Question: What are the main things Audacity enables you to do?

(Record, edit, process, and mix sound)

Discussion: how could we use what we have learned in a different context? Put another way, what audio resources could we produce in school or at home using Audacity?

Suggestions: 

· A school radio show, for broadcast in the school over speakers.

· A podcast, that can be made available on the school website or from a podcasting directory.

· Instructions for how to use software, saved onto the school network, e.g. in a folder called P:\ICT\HowTos

· Examples of pronunciations of words for use in MFL lessons.

· Edits and mixes of music tracks for use at dance events.

· An audiobook project.

· A recorded evaluation of a piece of work, rather than a written one.
