Scheme of Work

National Curriculum ICT Links:

Exchanging and sharing information
Pupils should be taught: 

a) how to interpret information and to reorganise and present it in a variety of forms that are fit for purpose [for example, information about a charitable cause presented in a leaflet for a school fundraising event] 

b) to use a range of ICT tools efficiently to draft, bring together and refine information and create good-quality presentations in a form that is sensitive to the needs of particular audiences and suits the information content 

c) how to use ICT, including email, to share and exchange information effectively [for example, web publishing, video conferencing]. 

Reviewing, modifying and evaluating work as it progresses
Pupils should be taught to: 

a) reflect critically on their own and others' uses of ICT to help them develop and improve their ideas and the quality of their work 

b) share their views and experiences of ICT, considering the range of its uses and talking about its significance to individuals, communities and society 

c) discuss how they might use ICT in future work and how they would judge its effectiveness, using relevant technical terms 

d) be independent and discriminating when using ICT.

National Curriculum Citizenship Link:

Developing skills of enquiry and communication 

Pupils should be taught to: 

· think about topical political, spiritual, moral, social and cultural issues, problems and events by analysing information and its sources, including ICT-based sources.

Lesson 1

Background information on the main forms of Radio. 

Discussion on what other forms of audio programming are available.

Introduction to Audacity using pre-recorded WAV file, which must be edited to remove mistakes. 

Extension activity is to get edited audio to be exactly 1 minute long.

Lesson 2

Elements of a successful ad: music, narration, sound processing, effects, editing.

Plan your advertisement. Brainstorm ideas, themes. 

How will you make it memorable?


Humour?


Shock effect?


Atmospheric?

Write script. Collect or record sound effects and music/jingles. Purpose and audience.

Lesson 3

How to record successfully, avoiding distortion and unwanted noise.


Don’t move while recording.


Don’t touch the microphone/headset


Try to keep an even volume level when speaking.

Introduce processing in Audacity.

Work on advertisement. Mix. Duck music when speech or sound effects need to be distinct.

Lesson 4 

Allow short amount of time to finish off.

Peer evaluation, and modifications.

Playback of finished ads to class.

Class discussion, plenary on project: how can we use our skills to develop resources in and out of school.
