
INTERACTIVE POWERPOINTS FOR FRENCH
USING THE RESOURCES

These Power points are to be used with Year 7 pupils in the following ways:
1 They can be used in front of the class by the teacher to introduce the topic.  The beginning of each PP is for introduction purposes.  In some cases the whole of the PP are dedicated to use by pupils in the computer room on their own.

2 The second part of the presentation is to be used on an individual basis.

They assess the 4 skills in French: listening, reading, writing and speaking.  The teacher can then look at the work pupils have done as they can save their work or simply print the slides they want (as handouts) – see the attachment.
All sounds are produced by clicking on the picture of by clicking a word (underlined).
Sometimes the pupils are asked to record their voices.  The software used is “Audacity” which can be downloaded free from the internet.

As the PowerPoint slides are interactive, pupils can write in the boxes provided for listening, reading and writing tasks.   IMPORTANT: they have to write in View Show; it does not work otherwise

LES OBJETS DE LA CLASSE
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The PP contains: 23 slides 
Pupils use 3 skills, listening, reading and writing

The first 8 are to be shown in front of the class, using the sounds to make pupils repeat before they see anything written.  Play memory game with them (by asking what the previous slide was for example) or putting a box on top of the object to hide it and asking what it was.  
Slide 9-11: memory game, one object is missing the next slide provides the answer.  On clicking anywhere on the slide the missing object appear and the word is said.

Slides 12: gradually the object will be revealed as the blue face is clicked.

Slides 13-19:  is for pupils to use interactively.  They obviously need headphones so they can hear the sounds, failing that it can be used in conjunction with Active Studio where pupils could come to the white board and write the answers in the boxes.

I have put the words pupils need in the blue box, but of course this can be altered for different groups.

Slides 20-23: are for pupils to create their own slides.  They can of course use more than 2 slides, they can add another 2.  To record their voices, the audacity software is used 
Pupils can print out a handout of their slide: *see sheet on printing.
The last slide has 2 hyperlinks to 2 interesting sites.  One of them the school needs to register and pay a small annual fee: www.linguascope.com

LES COULEURS ET LES OBJETS
This PP contains 20 slides
Pupils use 3 skills, listening, reading and writing

Slides 1-12:

To present in front of class.  The emphasis is of course on the colour being after the object.  Through repetition and big objects the pupils seems to find the idea easy; they have lots of scope to practice also hearing it, reading it and writing it.  
The teacher must make sure the feminine form is stressed.  

Of course more examples can be added according to pupils’ needs. 
Slides 13-20:

Students use these interactively on their own computers.  Again sound is used and VBA boxes to be used in View Show.  They can check their answers with the help of the slides 4-12.  They can click on the objects and hear the sentence if they are not use how to write it, then check with previous slides.
Slide 19, 20:
Click on the little star to hear the colour and write the object and the colour in a sentence
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CONSOLIDATION: C’est – J’ai
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12 slides - to be used interactively by the pupils on their own.
To reinforce what was seen in the previous lesson with the verbs: c’est and j’ai 

L’alphabet
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12 slides present the alphabet in a fun way.  The little bird has a distorted voice.  The pupils react well to this.  

The teacher presents the first 3 slides and the pupils then go to their own computers and do the rest of the presentation, or it can be done in front of the class completely.  I have used both and it works well.  Pupils can use small white boards to write the answers on.  

Slide 4 -7: Pupils click on the red or yellow dot.  They listen to a letter and write it in the blue box provided.

Slide 8-12: clicking on the “écoute” box will spell a word – pupils write their answers in the blue box


LES NOMBRES
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This presentation contains 21 slides
Again it can be used in front of the class and by pupils on their own computers.  
There are sounds and boxes in which to write.

By clicking the blue face when the numbers are said, the pupils will hear the sounds and then the word will appear.

Slides 3 and 8 pupils are asked to write the number in French in the box

Slides 5 and 10: pupils listen to the numbers and tick the ones they hear in the box provided.  There is feedback on the next slide.
Slides 12 & 13: pupils are asked to provide the missing number which they write in the box

Slide 16:  they write the French numbers in figures

Slide 18: they do sums in French

Slide 20: they are introduced to numbers 21-31 - to use later in the months and days of the week.
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LES JOURS DE LA SEMAINE – LES MOIS DE L’ANNEE
This presentation contains 17 slides and can be used completely independently from the teacher.  I have actually used this with a very small group of Y 8 literacy.
They were very keen to repeat after they heard the sounds and did the exercises well.
Slides 2-5: introduction of the days of the week - just listening to them and repeating them. By clicking on the blue face the days appear.  So pupils can listen to them again and reinforce what they have heard and seen.

Slides 6-11: months of the year - introduction in the same way as the days + 1 exercise with feedback on the next slide.

Slides 12 & 13: How to say the date - they use their previous knowledge of the numbers and the months to do the exercise.

Slides 14 -16: introducing and working on how to say when your birthday is.

TU AS UN ANIMAL?
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There are 26 slides in this presentation. 
It introduces the pets,  the negative of j’ai, the plural is mentioned too.  From slide 14 pupils can work on their own.

Slide 15: if the voice says: “j’ai” + animal the pupils tick the” J’ai” box and if the voice says “Je n’ai pas” they tick the other box.  
Slide 18: the pupils listen to the cries of the animal and write in French the animal they heard.
Slide 19, 20:  pupils click on the animal to hear whether it is the correct animal, they write down in the boxes the correct animal or Vrai if it is the right animal.
Slides 21-26: anagrams (feedback given).

Again if a computer is not available for the pupils, the presentation can be used in front of the class.
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
