	Level 1

	Understand short phrases in a familiar context. Use books/glossaries.
	Copy familiar short phrases correctly from memory. Spelling may be approximate.

	Level 3
	Understand short passages that are spoken at near normal speed. Identify and note main points and personal responses. Short sections need to be repeated.
	Take part in brief prepared tasks. Use short phrases to express personal responses. Mainly memorised language but occasionally substitute items of vocabulary.
	Understand short texts and dialogues. Identify and note main points and personal responses. Begin to read independently using dictionaries/glossaries.
	Write 2 or 3 short sentences on familiar topics from memory. Express personal responses. Spelling is readily understandable.

	Level 4
	Understand longer passages that are spoken at near normal speed. Identify and note main points and some details. Some items may need to be repeated.
	Take part in simple structured conversations. Use knowledge of grammar to adapt language. Pronunciation generally accurate, consistency in intonation.
	Understand short stories and factual texts. Identify and note main points and some details. Use context to work out unfamiliar words. 
	Write individual paragraphs drawing on memorised language. Use knowledge of grammar to adapt and substitute words and set phrases. Use dictionaries to check words.

	Level 5
	Understand extracts of spoken language from several topics, including present, past and future events. Cope with language spoken at near normal speed. Identify and note main points and specific details, including opinions. 
	Take part in short conversations, seek and convey information and opinions. Refer to present, past and future events. You make yourself understood with little or no difficulty.
	Understand a range of written material, including texts covering present, past and future events. Identify and note main points and specific details. Read authentic material.
	Produce short pieces of writing that seek and convey opinions and information. Refer to present, past and future events. Meaning can be understood with little or no difficulty. Use dictionaries to check and to look up unknown words.

	Level 6
	Understand short narratives and extracts of spoken language covering present, past and future events. Cope with language at normal speed. Identify and note main points and specific details.
	Take part in conversations that include past, present and future events. Apply knowledge of grammar. You make yourself understood with little or no difficulty.
	Understand a variety of texts that cover present, past and future events. Identify and note main points and specific details, including points of view. Use context and grammar to work out meaning of language.
	Write in paragraphs and refer to past, present and future events. Apply grammar in new contexts. The meaning is usually clear.

	Understand a range of material that contains some complex sentences and unfamiliar language. 
	Initiate and develop conversations and discuss matters of personal interest. Good pronunciation.
	Understand a range of material, imaginative and factual, including complex sentences and unfamiliar language.
	Produce pieces of writing of varying lengths on different subjects. Use link words and reference sources. The meaning is clear.

	Level 8
	Understand different types of spoken material from a range of sources. Can draw inferences, recognise attitudes and emotions.
	Give and justify opinions and discuss facts, ideas and experiences. Range of vocabulary, structures and tenses. Good pronunciation.
	Understand a wide variety of types of written material. Cope readily with unfamiliar topics involving more complex language.
	Express and justify ideas, opinions and personal points of view. Develop the content. Spelling and grammar are accurate.
