Example

Sam’s opening section from bar 1 to bar 17 (45 secs approx) is aggressive, physical, spiky and highly rhythmical but with strange atmosphere.

Glen takes it over from this point. They have discussed the piece and decided that Glen should aim for something smoother which nevertheless, retains some of the sulky, unsettling qualities of the opening section. He does this by removing the loud drum section, but keeps the pulse by replacing it with a lighter percussive part. He adds a continuous synthesizer part, which gives a less spiky feel whilst retaining something of its brooding character.  Towards the end of this second section, he reworks some of Sam’s original ideas, transposing some parts and overlaying them with his added synthesizer section. 

They go on to discuss developing this as a dance piece with the possibility of adding a live trumpet part (Sam’s main instrument).
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
