E-Blues project glossary
Genre – A collection of creations in a similar or linked style eg. horror stories, abstract painting or blues music.

Instrumentation – The selection of different instruments chosen to play a piece of music.

Colour therapy – The use of colour to change a person’s mood or emotional state. In the same way music can be used as a mood enhancer according to the style and arrangement.

Slavery-slave – A person who is the property of someone else and forced to do their bidding. Slaves were taken from Africa to the USA sold and forced to undertake menial tasks such as picking cotton or acting as servants.
Discrimination – Disadvantaging someone not on the basis of ability but because of race colour religion accent etc.

Positive discrimination – Giving someone an advantage, for example promotion, over another person who may be as qualified or better qualified on the basis of race colour religion accent etc.

Drum machine – An electronic device that can be programmed to play a variety of rhythmic patterns. These patterns can be arranged into the rhythm accompaniment to a piece of music.

Band in a box – Software program that can play a chord progression with a variety of instrumentation and musical style.

Twelve bar blues – A chord progression over twelve bars based on the tonic forth and fifth chords of a key eg. C F G.

Composer – Someone who writes music.

Multitrack recorder – A recording device that is able to record several individual ‘tracks’ not necessarily at the same time and combine these into a completed piece of music. The advantages are that a mistake by one musician does not affect the performance of the others. The musicians may add their parts at different times or places. Different tracks can be enhanced with different effects such as echo or distortion.
Blues – Genre of music originating with the slaves in the USA. Born of their experience and situation mixed with native rhythms from their homelands.

Gospel music – The first evolution of the blues as slaves adopted Christianity and found Hope.
