Letter height can be accurately marked out by using four lines
Italics is when the stems are angled forward - italic
Spacing
The width of each letter is different and has to be taken into account when spacing letters. The three standard letter widths are ell, en and em (l,n,m). Kerning is when letters overlap to look right e.g. WA overlap each other.
Spaces between words also needs to be taken into account and should always be at least an en space.

Line spacing is the space between a line and the line below it.

By varying serifs, heights, angles and spacing you can create different fonts that suit different products and purposes.
