KS3 Graphics (Introduction to Third angle orthographic drawing)

Time allocation: 1 x 50 minutes - 1 hour session.

Context: FPT developing technical drawing skills..

Objective: Candidates develop their technical drawing skills so they can construct shapes to GCSE standard independently using suitable equipment and processes.

Starting point: Explain activities over 2 lessons. Anyone who gets full marks 40/40. Shall receive reward (we give head teachers merits) this activity builds confidence in the candidate that they can visualise and build shapes. 

Great incite into gifted and talented and possible GCSE students.

Equipment needed:

Worksheet (see example to print)

Class pack of dice.

Pencil.

Erasers.

N.C. programme of study achieved from the lesson: 

2A, all pupils shall start to develop an understanding of third angle orthographic projection and dimensioning.

The F.P.T. is safe and 50 minutes to 1 hour is enough time to complete the task.

7B: This is a F.P.T. which does develop the candidate’s confidence in working independently and develops their knowledge and understanding. 

Cross curricular Links: Maths (Check this lesson with KS3 maths teachers, what have they already taught, have they done it any other way?)

Extension activities: It is imperative there are a variety of extension activities available for candidates to do, depending on how fast they pick this up.

A assess their achievement by collecting marks out of 12 for dice task. Anyone with under 7 marks, need more basic instruction.

For the more able, designing their own dice using CAD is a nice reward and is challenging, classroom chairs is a challenging task, and fun.

Focus education, is a good extension activity for the less able, select images and rotate them into the correct views is beneficial, as the candidates will be carrying out lots of practice.
