HISTORY AND ICT – EXPLORING THE HOLOCAUST

LESSONS 4 & 5 OF 6

	LESSON OBJECTIVES (to be shared with students)

· Formulate own interpretation of the Holocaust and present own ideas to a chosen audience with the purpose of educating about the historical event

· Use Web authoring software to present their own ideas on the Holocaust, with a focus on presenting information to a chosen audience



	LEARNING OUTCOMES  - 
by the end of the two lessons…
All students must….
… have chosen a target audience for their website and created at least a home page about the Holocaust
Most students should
... have created a three-page website with appropriate hyperlinks, putting forward their own interpretations of the Holocaust
Some could… 
… extend their website to include hyperlinks to external websites about the Holocaust and multimedia files

	LESSON STRUCTURE

Starter 

Determining the audience – display three website homepages on the whiteboard, which are clearly targeting different audiences.  (e.g. a children’s website, an ‘interest’ website about a particular hobby or sport, and a financial information / business website).  

Q & A on the target audiences and the way in which the websites are presented in order to attract the audience.
Main body of the lesson 
Following from the starter, students determine the target audience for their websites; purpose will be educational in almost every case.
Students select web authoring software to create a home page for their Holocaust website.

Students consider their choice of appropriate fonts, colours, images and text content.
Then, with reference to the structure diagram from last lesson, students begin to create web pages.

(Possible demonstration of software for those who need it – FrontPage / DreamWeaver).

[Lesson 5 should incorporate peer assessment – students view, test and use each others’ websites and provide constructive feedback to one another in a word document].

Plenary 
Lesson 4 – Q & A on the work so far: what colours, fonts, images and hyperlinks have students used and why?
Lesson 5 – Display some of the completed websites on the whiteboard and feedback to students from the rest o the class



	HOMEWORK
Lesson 4 – Research three different websites, screen print the homepages and annotate to show how the presentation of the information is appropriate for the audience.

Lesson 5 – Continue with and complete their websites.
