	LESSON STRUCTURE

Starter 

In small groups, students discuss the unit of work and their opinions of the Holocaust – what they have learned, discovered on the Internet and the way in which they have presented their own views in their websites.
Main body of the lesson 
Students write a formal and final evaluation of their own website on the Holocaust, considering the reliability of their sources of information used, the message they have conveyed and the way in which they have presented the information.
Students use the critical analysis document and pie chart in order to analyse each others’ websites in the same way that they evaluated researched websites earlier in the unit.
When evaluations are completed, encourage students to discuss and / or write about the social implications of the use of the Internet – e.g. political or campaigning websites, blogging sites, use of e-mail, news sites, search engine filtering, and so on.  What are the possible effects of the use of ICT in such cases?
Plenary 
Class discussion on the unit of work – has it been useful to look at ICT and History together?  Why / Why not?
What have the students learned in each subject?  

Has the cross-curricular approach made it more interesting / useful / informative?

What other activities would the students have liked to do?
Maybe run an evaluation questionnaire of some kind?
