These Power points are to be used with Year 11/lower ability pupils.

This module of 4 lessons is focused on the speaking part of the exam exclusively. The following resources are mainly aimed at lower ability students. This module is to freshen up their knowledge of French in the last few lessons before the exam so they can ‘SPEAK’ on the day of the exam. I have used these resources with a lower ability Y11 group, in which there was a majority of boys. 
1. These resources can be used in front of the class by the teacher to reinforce previous teaching.
2. They can be used on an individual basis in the computer room.

The teacher can look at the work pupils have done as they can save their work or simply print the slides they want (as handouts).
As the PP are interactive: pupils can write in the boxes provided.   IMPORTANT: they have to write in View Show; it does not work otherwise. 

These presentations focus on the speaking skill of the examination and are divided in the different sections of this exam. (Role play, presentation and questions and conversation)

All sounds are produced by clicking on the box 
Sometimes the pupils are asked to record/repeat words.  The software used is “Audacity” which can be downloaded free from the internet.

I have produced these PP with the ability of my Year 11 students in mind. I have tried to highlight and revise the areas in the speaking test that seemed to cause problem and reoccur with more than one student. I have included key sentences, revision tips, pronunciation exercises together with printable resources and hyperlinks to useful websites. These resources can be adapted for different groups.  

The content of the resources is to support and reach a ‘C’ grade.

THE GCSE SPEAKING TEST
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The PP contains: 6 slides 
The first PP is to reassure the students of the structure of the speaking test and remind them of the order in which it is going to be carried out.

You may choose to read the PP in class with your students or let them go through it individually in the computer room. This is an opportunity for questions. All the different sections in this PP are going to be detailed and supplemented with revisions exercises in the following PP.

MARKS AWARDED- printable sheet to recap structure (slide 6)

ROLE PLAY- LESSON 1
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This PP contains 10  slides
Students use these interactively on their own computers.  Again sound is used and VBA boxes to be used in View Show.  They can print their work for correction by the teacher when exercises are completed. 
Slides 2-4: examples of Foundation role plays. Students are to prepare each role play within 10 minutes (preparation time in exam). They can then listen to it by clicking on the symbol.
Slides 5-6: A list of key role play sentences. This exercise enables students to practice the most common expressions and check their answers by listening to the answers. 
Communication is key so you may allow spelling errors in preparing those exercises as this is about SPEAKING.

Slide 7: The match up exercise is to help students visualise the words and their spellings and maybe compare them with some they may have used in the previous exercises. They may correct some spelling errors/structures. They can listen to the answers. 
Slides 8-9: The students can read the role play first, then they can click and ‘their’ part will disappear. They can then try to remember it. The role play can also be listened to for pronunciation. 
Slide 10: the last few tips- the students may not understand the teachers’ part in the role play but as long as they know when it is their turn to speak then they can still get full marks!
PRESENTATION & QUESTIONS- LESSON 2
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This PP contains 10  slides
Students can use this PP interactively on their own computers.  Again sound is used and VBA boxes to be used in View Show.  They can print their work for correction by the teacher when exercises are completed. 

Slides 1-2: Students must be reminded not to go over 3 minutes during the presentation and question time. The examiner will stop marking after this time! If the teacher is carrying out the exam, it is important that the student knows that they may be interrupted by the teacher if the student is taking too long due to hesitation or slow pace.  

Slide 3: getting the pace right is very important and requires practice. Being too quick can be as damaging as being too slow. The students must time themselves and get to know what a reasonable pace is. Students can listen to the three examples on the slide to get a better idea. They can follow the presentation thanks to the script provided. 
Slide 4: from experience, I have realised that the words on this slide seem to be regularly mispronounced and therefore the students can practice them by listening to the words first and then repeating them with or without recording themselves.
Slides 5-6: the cue card can be very useful but not essential. If the student chooses to use a cue card, it is worth spending some time making a ‘nice’ one. The clearer, the better. Use as many colours, pictures, photos, drawings as you wish. The cue card could be laminated in order to preserve it.  You can however only use 5 headings and no conjugated verbs! 
Slide 7: the questions are as important as the presentation and must last approx. the same time as the presentation. Students can prepare possible questions and answers in advance.
Slide 8-9: I chose this gap filling exercise as it contains 3 tenses and uses many verbs that can be applied to a variety of topics and situations. (Revision of the past and the future is addressed in the following PP). Also, students may like to reproduce a similar gap filling exercise for their presentation in order to help them learn it.
Slide 10: finally, just a few ideas to help the students learn their presentation. 12 marks can easily be achieved by learning a few lines by heart! I have found that recording the students’ presentation on a tape was very successful as they learn it like they may learn a song on the radio. By playing something over and over again, they know it without realising it!
CONVERSATION (Personal relationship/tourism/environment) - LESSON 3
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This PP contains 14  slides
This PP can be teacher lead or the students can use it alone on their own computers.
Slide 2: It is important that the students understand what is required of them to achieve a ‘C’ at least in the exam.  
Slide 3: useful expressions for use with all topics

The verbs are highlighted as they are key to a good sentence structure.
The students can listen to the question and the answer on each slide by clicking on the symbol-
Slides 4-6: Personal relationships -1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day. 
Slides 7-9: Tourism- 1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day. 
Slides 10-12: the environment-1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day.

Slide 13-14: Brief recap of the past tense and the future tense construction- hyperlink to help sheet (16 essential verbs) - printable resource

Pupils could use mini white boards if available and practice different tenses as a class.  
CONVERSATION (Leisure/Home life/ Education and work)- LESSON 4
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This PP contains 14  slides
This PP can be teacher lead or the students can use it alone on their own computers.
The verbs are highlighted as they are key to a good sentence structure

The students can listen to the question and the answer on each slide by clicking on the symbol-
Slides 2-4: Leisure -1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day.

Slides 5-7: home life- 1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day.

Slides 8-10: Education/work -1 question answered on each slide. Tips on how to structure a possible answer and speak as much French as possible on the day.

Slide 11: Last few tips-recap of the importance of structuring an answer in order to remember it better under exam conditions.
Slide 12: opinions- Students tend to justify all comments with ‘c’est intéressant’. These are just a few more the students can use and that are not necessarily more difficult!
Slide 13- Hyperlink to the speaking booklet- The students can work/learn/revise from this booklet as it is very simplified and it has proved very successful with my lower ability students. This is a printable resource.
