Introduction


Share the PowerPoint showing learning objectives, activities and success criteria with the children.


Phonic Activity (word level work) - choose one of the Textease phonic activities or an appropriate activity from Progression in Phonics (PiPs).


Main Part of the Lesson


Text Level – read ‘I can’t Find my Way’ from ‘Don’t Read This Book!’ by Bel Mooney. Ask the children to make links between this story and ‘Jane Runs Away’ (from lesson one. While reading the story stop and ask the children to answer questions about the characters, setting and plot. Ask the children to share their answers with a talking partner to encourage all children to respond. Ask all pupils to predict what the ending of the story will be and share their prediction with their partner. Discuss answers before finishing the story.


Independent group(s)  


Writing activity - a simple character profile for Kitty using the sheet provided or working on the same activity on the computers.


Guided group (least able group)


Talk about words that describe Kitty. Make a list of these words Then create a group profile (using an interactive whiteboard if possible) of a character that is similar to or different from Kitty (from any known story).


 G&T Activity


Create a simple character profile (independently) of a character from another story that you have heard or read. 


Plenary


Choose one or more of the G&T group and ask the other children to use ‘Fat Questions and Skinny Questions’ to find out which characters they made a profile of. 


Return to Learning Objectives PowerPoint and ask which have been achieved (use traffic lights).
