Introduction to Business.
1.  SETTING

These series of tasks aims to get students thinking about some of the issues surrounding a new business start up.   It would work well at the start of the school year for Year 10 pupils as an introduction to what business is all about.  There tends to be no need to differentiate the material as differentiation is mainly by outcome.  All pupils of all levels of ability are able to tackle the work.  The report on lesson 5 works mainly as a writing frame which assists those of lower ability.
2. OBJECTIVES

To gain a knowledge and understanding of what a business is; what an entrepreneur is; aims and objectives of business.

3. TIMING AND TEACHER NOTES
Lesson one should be time to introduce students to the idea of what a business is using the information given and for pupils to complete tasks 1 and 2.  It is a good idea for pupils to complete the Thought task at this stage.  
Lesson two should be time for pupils to complete the online entrepreneur quiz.  They would then complete the would you make a successful entrepreneur task and prepare a written piece of work which describes what they have found out about themselves.
Lessons three and four should be time to introduce the concept of aims and objectives using the resource provided.  Pupils should then be allowed to complete task 4a.  This could lead to a discussion.  Pupils can then be directed to the websites of some large businesses e.g. coca cola, Vodafone and begin some research.  They would then need time to complete task 4a.  It is possible for pupils to prepare their presentation as a PowerPoint presentation.  In this case however, I normally ask the pupils to put together their presentation on sugar paper having researched on the Internet, found appropriate images and prepared the task on the computer, this work is then used as display work in the class room.  Task 5 could be seen as an extension activity.

Lesson 5 should be enough time for pupils to apply what they have learnt from the previous lessons and present their learning in the form of a business report.

4. EXAMPLES OF PUPIL WORK

There are some examples of a  C grade candidates work included to give an indication of the sort of work produced and expectations of a year 10 pupil at the start of their GCSE course.
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
