The first slaves came from Africa to America in 1619 to work on the Plantations. Black people finally won their freedom in America 246 years later. Slavery had been made illegal in Britain 32 years before that. After becoming free in America, it took 99 years before discrimination against Black people was made illegal with the Civil Rights Act. 21 years later, Jesse Jackson became the first black person to make a realistic bid to become president. Finally, last year (18 years after Jackson’s Presidential bid) three black actors won the most prestigious (or glamorous) awards in showbusiness.
