External Sources of Support
Before the students starting thinking and writing about their raps, they will probably need to explore the global issues you have identified. In this section, we survey some of the possible sources you can access for high quality information and discussion materials.
For instance, consider:

1. approaching LEA advisers, Healthy Schools Partnerships or Development Education Centres. Getting them to work together on your project will give an added bonus, since they all have particular interests and expertise - all of which should be relevant to the education of your students and to the development of your school. 

2. the DFID website www.globaldimension.org.uk which offers the following helpful tools:

· Curriculum information – showing how the global dimension is relevant to music

· Case studies

· Resource database

· Global calendar

· details of local support

3. Activity weeks. One effective way to kick start the whole process is to have an intensive week. Is there an ‘activity week’ in your school when some year groups are off timetable? Global Focus Week in Schools is a  free handbook from www.globaldimensionsouthwest.org.uk.  In addition to advising teachers on planning and running these weeks, it shows ways to introduce the global dimension through specific initiatives
4. Oxfam’s Cool Planet website is an excellent resource packed with ideas and freely downloadable materials covering a wide range of global citizenship issues
5. Philosophy for Children (P4C) 

This is a methodology for helping pupils to think, question and respect the opinions of others.  All participants sit in a circle and a stimulus is introduced- it could be a picture, a story, a poem, a poster, an article – anything that will get pupils thinking and talking.
Pupils are then asked to get into groups and formulate a question relating to the stimulus. One of these questions is chosen by the class to discuss. Pupils are encouraged to express their opinions freely and to respond to the opinions of others. The process is known as a ‘community of enquiry’.  Find out more at these websites:
