Writing the words
Refer back to the resources you will have gathered in Unit 1. Ensure that the students have immersed themselves thoroughly in the issues and facts on your given theme.
Use Activity 2 as a model for a class composition. You may wish to adapt this for use with your own subject material. 
Study the lyric sheets from songs you listened to in Unit 1. Notice how the rappers use rhyme. alliteration, word association, everyday slang, figures of speech, clichés etc.
Some students may find it helpful to use a Rhyming Alphabet: Use this special phonetic alphabet to help you find more rhymes. Begin your word with each of the following letters and consonant blends; make a list of all the "words" that make sense.
B,D,F,G,H,J,K,L,M,N,P,Q,R,S,T,V,W,Z, BL, BR,CH,DR,FL,FR,GL,GR,KL,KR,PR,SH,SHR,Sl,ST,STR,TH,THR,TR
It might be a good idea to enlist the support of the English department in this work!
