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Create Samples in Audacity

Create some musical ideas by jamming along to the tracks you have recorded so far. Open Audacity and generate a click track as shown. 

Set the tempo to your Acid project bpm.

Press record and play your one or two bar 
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sample a few times.

Select the best recording and trim

 (ie delete) the rest.

Make sure that your selection is exactly four (or eight) beats in length.
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You may wish to add effects at this stage, 

since there are limited options in Acid Express: 
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Explorer | TrackProperties | Chopper





Finally export your sample as an mp3

to a relevant folder:

Repeat this process for all samples you 

wish to create.
Import into Acid and create composition
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Now return to your Acid project. To add a track for one of your samples, locate it in the Explorer window and double click: 

Acid now adds a track for this sample to the tracks window.
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Now click and drag on the bars where 

you want this part to be heard: 
Note that the sample will automatically loop if you drag for several bars.

Once events have been drawn in on the timeline, they can be:

1. length adjusted - by ‘nudging’ the ends of the sample

2. moved - by clicking and dragging

3. deleted - by selecting and pressing delete


Snapping options can be accessed by pressing f8 or

selecting this button from the toolbar:
