1. The completed raps can be put on to the school website or intranet. Some students can be invited to produce a podcast which gives contextual information.

2. Social software sites allow users to interact, share, and meet other users. This computer-mediated communication has become very popular with sites like Myspace and youtube and has resulted in large user bases. Some schools are understandably wary about using these sites, so they may wish to opt for a more controlled environment such as NUMU (www.numu.org.uk) 
3. Your work on issues of a global dimension may well be of interest to relevant national organisations, such as Greenpeace, who may welcome the opportunity to feature your work on their site. Explore some of the links given in Unit 1.
Live Performance

Make a mix of your rap without the vocal part. You can then use this as a backing for a live performance. Consider the possibility of also adding extra live instrumental/vocal parts. For your performance, you may also want to include dancers and/or projected video.
