Here are some ideas for your students to consider when communicating with your partner school:

1. Email your raps to each other. It is a good idea to include copies of the lyrics and a commentary on the thoughts behind the rap and some information on how it was created.  Invite the schools to discuss/comment on each other raps.
2. The initial raps you worked on were on global issues, possibly areas of common concern to both schools. Now ask your students to compose raps which tell something of their own lives and where they live. Again swap these raps so that each schools gain some understanding of life for young people in their partner schools.
3. Swap stories, pictures and possibly small video clips and ask your partner school to compose raps on these 
4. Invite collaboration. Send your lyrics and ask the partner school to provide the music and/or vice versa. Share original music samples.
