	Start:
	Introduction

Show children various leaflets – on board write a list of thing they have in common.
Look at the prompt sheets on Heath Primary School Web Site – what do they tell us that the children can use when writing their own leaflet?  


	Look at leaflets and contribute to a class list of common features of a leaflet.
Discuss information on prompt sheets.
	

	
	Main Activity

Give out 3 sheets of A4 to each group and groups experiment on how to fold their leaflet.  
Roughly plan how leaflet is going to look e.g. add titles, blocks where information will go etc
	Experiment and decide how leaflet is to be folded.
Write on where information will go.
	Work with groups who need help.

	Session ends:
	Plenary

Bring groups together and group show their rough plans.
