	Key Question

What have we learnt about the Great Fire?


	Learning Objectives

1. To use their knowledge and understanding of the Great Fire to make a representation of it.



	Lesson starter

Discuss how we could make a wall display that will teach others about the Great Fire of London. What would it need to show? Lots of houses, close together, wooden frames, houses on fire, information, questions etc. 
Remind the children of the key questions that they have worked on so far:
· Where and when did the Great Fire begin?

· What happened in the Great Fire?
· Why did the fire spread so far and stay alight for so long?

· How do we know what happened in the Great Fire?

Main part of the lesson

Work on the wall display this could include:
· Painting large sheets of paper to create a background of fire 

· Drawing houses in the correct style

· Painting and/or using collage to make the house pictures

· Cutting out the houses

· Key Questions and key words typed and printed

It will need additional time in Art / D&T lessons to complete these activities.

Assessment task (again this activity could be done as part of another lesson)
