	Skills: observation, speaking and listening, asking and answering questions

	Learning Objectives:
To teach pupils:

· to find places on a map 

· to locate a variety of places at home and abroad 

· to recognise features of places 

· to identify types of weather experienced in places 

· about the types of transport used to get to other places 

· that other places may be similar to, and different from, where they live 
· to recognise the different shapes of countries 

	Lesson starter

Look at Goggle Earth – you can download this from:

 http://earth.google.com/download-earth.html
Ask questions like:

What is this?

How does it move?

Where do you live?

What places in this country and abroad have you visited?
Then search for some of these places using the search facility on Google Earth 
Main part of the lesson - Choose one of the PowerPoint presentations
Show the country or city on Google earth then look at the presentation. Questions to ask could include:
Where is this place?

How did Barnaby get there? 

How would it take?

What did he see and do there?

How is this place similar / different to where you live?
The main areas for discussion are location, weather, transport, human features and physical or natural features.
Plenary
 Ask the children what they have learnt about the place Barnaby has visited. Possible activities to assess what they have learnt could be: talking partners, hot seating a child as Barnaby Bear with other pupils asking questions or answering questions like “Would you like to visit this place”? Why?
